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Keralam
An installation of ceramic boats influenced by Kerala’s famous boat racing ‘Vallam Kali‘ and culture. My work aims to show how I interpret the natural colours of Kerala during my journey from Kerala to United Kingdom. 
Inspiration:
The inspiration towards my installation began with my culture, Keralam is a state in India which is known as ‘God’s own country’ for its breathtaking scenery’s and amazing backwaters. Keralam has another name which is “Land of coconuts” this links me towards my installation.
Techniques & materials:
Press molded into a coconut shaped mould to produce half-moon shaped porcelain boats. The boats are bisque and applied with different chlorides such as cobalt, nickel and copper on each boats and mixed to create amazing blues, browns, and soft pinks. The pieces are then fired to 1260°C and placed on to wire boats to interpret my drawings.
