I take my inspirations from my collection of bones, taxidermy and curios. This series of works focuses on deer antlers, their masculinity and the gathering and piling together with the purpose to support the feminine.
Techniques and materials
I use a multitude of plaster moulds made from my personal collection of deer antlers, I use bone china slip and finish each antler individually. My colouration comes from a fine coating of Terra Sigillata and then saggar firing, which gives a black, almost velvet coating.
